In the history of European culture, it would
be difficult to find someone who has left
asindelible amark on philosophy as the
barefoot philosopher Socrates (469-399
BC). Socrates is a unique figure in the history
of European thought. His greatness lies

in his extraordinary personality, lifestyle,
and unjust and tragic death.
